IMPROVEMENT OF THE PARISH COUNCIL WEBSITE 

Members were reminded by the Chairman that it was agreed the website could be improved, to further raise the profile of the Parish Council and to better inform residents of the council’s activities. A full and detailed discussion took place on this subject and members CONSIDERED the aforementioned subject.
            After this discussion, it was then moved by the Chairman and RESOLVED that; 

· Councillor Alvin would be appointed as an overall administrator for the website, in support of the Responsible Financial Officer. 
Councillor Lion advised that he has received information from Transport for London (TfL) concerning a large-scale renovation project along the Central Line. He stated, whilst this matter is not on the agenda for the meeting, it was vitally important that he should present a report to the committee on this project, as it is of the utmost concern to the public. After discussions with the Clerk, the Chairman stated that she would be willing to allow Councillor Lion to present a report to the committee. 
Councillor Lion stated that TfL are intending to undertake a safety critical stabilisation project between Chigwell and Grange Hill. He further advised that TfL sent a notice to residents in February 2018 and intend to update them in the coming weeks. The proposed access to the development will be from ‘The Chase’ and ‘Hainault road’. He also stated that this project will most likely have a significant impact upon neighbouring residents due to noise and increased traffic flow, to and from the site. A series of computer images, supplied by the TfL; Public Relations and Externals affairs department, were shown which included a site plan, site section, existing site imagery and other relevant information. Councillor Lion summarised; the project is scheduled to commence in August 2018 and he will be participating in a tele-conference call with TfL tomorrow and intends to enquire about a suggested communications plan, in support of this project. 
After further discussion, it was then moved by the Chairman and RESOLVED that;

· This information be NOTED. 

·  Councillor Lion will continue to update members as necessary.

IMPROVEMENT OF THE PARISH COUNCIL NOTICEBOARDS

The Clerk gave a brief introduction concerning this subject. He reminded members that there are six noticeboards located within the parish boundaries, these are presently updated bi-weekly. They are located at; Brook Parade, Limes Farm, Grange Hill, Chigwell Row, West Hatch and immediately outside the Parish Council offices. 

            Councillor Lion suggested the noticeboards lacked content pertaining to events and projects being organised by other, external organisations. Councillor Alvin stated that whilst this deficiency could certainly be addressed, the posting of information must still be complaint with statutory guidelines. Further discussions took place during which members CONSIDERED this subject, after it was moved by the Chairman and RESOLVED that;

· Efforts to increase the content posted on the noticeboards would be engaged. 
· This subject would be re-considered at a subsequent meeting of this committee. 
· The re-introduction of the newsletter will be proposed to the Parish Council at a subsequent meeting.
